Framkveemdaradili héfst handa vid ad fjarleegja
stétt og troppur sem lagu fra kirkjugardsvegg ad kirkjudyrum. Stéttin framan vié kirkjuna var
gerd ur sléttu adfluttu hraungryti og talin 16gd um midja 20. 61d pegar heidursgrafreitur var
gerdur en engar ritadar heimildir fundust um nakvaemlega hvenzer stéttin var 16go. Vio
kirkjudyr voru troppur sem liklega voru eldri en stéttin en peer sjast 4 gomlum ljésmyndum og
teikningum.

Pegar troppur framan vid kirkju voru fjarleegdar komu strax i ljos mannvistarlog.
Fornleifafreedingur hafdi strax samband vid Fornleifavernd rikisins og greindi fra pvi ad minjar
hefdu fundist viod kirkjuna. Fornleifavernd rikisins for fram a ad fornleifarannsékn feeri fram par
sem fyrirhugad var ad leggja nyja stétt. Azetlad var ad jardvegsskipta undir hina nyju stétt en
jardvegsskipti yrou i algjoru lamarki.

Fornleifadeild Byggdasafns Arnesinga tok i framhaldi ad sér fornleifarannsékn vid kirkjuna og
stjornandi rannséknarinnar var Margrét Hronn Hallmundsdoéttir fornleifafraedingur. Sott var um
leyfi til fornleifarannsdkna sem var veitt pann 24. mars 2009. Nattarustofa Vestfjarda tok vio
eftirvinnslu 4 rannséknini par sem Margrét 1ét af storfum vid Byggdasafn Arnesinga og hof storf
a Nattarustofu Vestfjaroa og flutti med sér allar rannséknir sem stédu yfir.

Vid rannséknina var beitt single context uppgraftrartzekni, p.e. hver fornleifafraedileg eining var
teiknud, meeld, ljd6smyndud og sidan grafin { burtu. Hugmyndafraedin bak vid single context
uppgraftrartaekni byggir 4 pvi ad hver mannvistareining er fjarleegd i 6fugri timar6d. Med pvi er
saga uppgraftrarsvaedisins skrad af nakvaemni par til ad sveedid er komio 4 pann timapunkt er
mannvist héfst. Ollum jardlégum er gefid nimer sem sett eru i hornklofa [xx].

1.2 Fornleifarannsokn

Prjd svaedi voru grafin vegna pessara framkveemda og var peim gefid bokstafirnir A, B og C.
Sveedi A (framan vid kirkju) Svaedi B var eftir endilangri sudhlid kirkjunnar 7 metrar & lengd og
teeplega 2 4 breidd. Svaedi C var framan vid kirkjugardsvegg til vinstri vid inngang.

Sveedi A var 4 metrar 4 breidd og 8 metrar 4 lengd og byrjad var ad grafa tvo metra fra
kirkjugrunninum til vesturs fra kirkjudyrum.

Undir stétt og troppum [1] var graleitt sendio lag [2] og { pvi var ad finna mikid af brotum af
sléttum og punnum steinum, ekki 6likum pakhellum. Pessum brotum hafdi verid stungid inn &
milli steina i kirkjugrunninum (sja mynd 1) og pa sérstaklega bak vid tréppurnar vio
kirkjudyrnar. Sandlagid var mjog hreyft og mikid af gripum i pvi sem virtust ekki vera mjog
fornir, liklega fra 20.

Vid kirkjuhlidina er
sem skurdur [20] afmarkadi skyrt rask vid kirkjuna eftir endilangri hlid hennar og er sa skurdur
vegna vidgerda a kirkjugrunni. Fylling skurdsins [31] var mjog roskud og laust i sér og { pvi
fannst silfurpeningur fra 10. 6ld. Undir grasrét var sendid og dokkbrint mannvistarlag [22] um
1-5 cm 4 pykkt. Mikid af m6l dr gangstig sem 1ag medfram kirkjunni hafdi blandast pessu lagi.
Talsvert var af yngri gripum i pessu lagi. Skurdur [23] skar [21]. Petta er stora stodarhol en
hvada byggingu hun tilheyroi er 6ljost. Fyllingin { skurdinum [24] var mjog sendin, fingerd og
graleit ad lit en vard moldarkenndari eftir pvi sem nedar drég { holuna. Stodarholan var pokkud
steinum sem snéru sléttum hlidum inn { holuna og reyndist hin vera 80 cm & dypt. Nokkud af
fingerdu kolasmiti var i fyllingunni. Nedst i holunni voru nokkrir smair steinar. Torfblandad
mannvistarlag [25] var undir [22] appelsinubrunt 4 lit, fingert og er sennilega pad sama og hefur
numerio [9] 4 sveedi A. Undir pvi var gjoskulag [26] (sama og [12] & svaedi A) greint sem Katla
1721.

Vid sudvestur horn kirkjunnar var greinilegt mjog skyr skurdur [27] sem 14 4 ska yfir sveedio og
skar lag [22],[25],[26]. Fyllingin { skurdinum [28] var bléndud miklu af rusli sem virtist ekki vera
gamalt og ad auki var lagio mikid raskad. Svart kolablandad lag [29] var beint undir fyllingunni
[28] og hefur pad somu skiru afmorkun. Mikid af grjoti er { pessu lagi sem virdist ekki vera ,,in
situ,,. Lagdio virost helst vera itmokstur ur eldstaedi en pegar lagio var fjarleegt kom 1 1j6s ad
rafmagnsstrengur hafdi verio lagour ut fra kirkjunni med steyptri hlif yfir. Petta skyrir hvers
vegna grjotio var svona mikio raskad parna vid hornid en svo virdist sem jardvegur hafi verio
fluttur annastadar fra til ad fylla upp i skurdinn sem var gerdur vid framkvaemdina. Mjog
afmarkad dokkt kolablandad mannvistarlag [32] var undir [28] en ad auki var talsvert magn af
brenndum beinum blandad i pad. Undir torfblandada mannvistarlaginu [25] var grjéthledsla og
hluti veggjar sem liggur samhlida kirkjunni. Fra skurdi [27] liggur pessi hledsla 6roskud.

Adeins eru 10-13 sentimetrar fra klopp ad nedribrin hellnanna sem fundust framan vio Kkirkju.

Arid 1810 var madur ad nafni Henry Holland & ferd um fsland og kom & Pingvelli. Hann lysti
kirkjunni 4 eftirfarandi hatt: ,bingvallakirkja er hrérlegasta kirkjan, sem vid hofum séd 4 Islandi
ad Krysuvikurkirkju einni undantekinni. Hin er mjog litill og illa hirt. G6lfid er lagt hrjufum
hraun hellum. ,’

Annar madur ad nafni William Jackson Hooker hafdi verid a ferd um [sland arid 4dur eda arid
1809 og hann lysti bPingvallakirkju 4 eftirfarandi hatt.

,Fra mjaltarstadnum gengum vid til kirkjunnar sem stendur & litilli heed skammt fra bustad
prestsins. Petta var einfold bygging, rétthyrnd meo pykkum veggjum ur lagskiptu torfi og grjoti
sem slittu adeins inn 4 vid. A kirkjunni var torfpak péttvaxid grasi og haedin upp ad pakbriin var
vart meiri en sextan til atjan fet. Lagréttir furuplankar, 6maladir voru adeins a peim gaflinum par
sem dyrnar voru. Litill hurd var ur sama efni. Mér til undrunnar reyndist kirkjuskipid pétt sett
trékistum { stad saeta, en mér skildist bratt ad paer gegna ekki einungis hlutverki bekkja, heldur
hafa paer ad geyma kleednad margra s6knarbarna.

Hugsanlega er parna um ad raeda eldunaradstoou sem hefur
verid utan vid b, jafnvel btid en veggi vantar pvi til stadfestingar.

Lagid kringum eldstaedid var skyrt og afmarkad. Ef sveedid hefdi verid opnad lengra til vesturs
hefdi e.t.v. verid haegt ad gera sér betri grein fyrir hvort veggir hafa verio { kringum petta lag.

Lifreena lagid kringum eldstzedi var um 2 cm a pykkt, kolsvart og med beinaleifum i. Nokkud
magn af gripum fannst badi i mannvistarlaginu og eldsteedi og margir peirra mjog
athyglisverdir. P6 ma segja ad koparl6d sem fannst { gélfinu fast vio eina steininn sem virtist
vera Oraskadur sé einn af merkari gripum sem fannst.

Syni voru tekin ut eldsteedi og send 1 C14 greiningu en pau reyndust vera brennd bein og ekki
haegt ad greina aldur peirra (sja vidbaetur 6). Syni af vidarkolum voru einnig tekin en ekki send i
greiningu par sem nidurstodur vidarkola syna geta gefid mjog villandi nidurstoodur.

The finds assemblage comprises of 1119 finds and fragments registered within 348 find
numbers. All finds are in full: F2009-65-xx but will be presented in the following as F-xx. When
referencing to a context it will be presented as [x].

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3.1 Metal artifacts:

The metal artifacts compile to 649 items, registered under 146 find numbers with a total weight
of 2697g. The material is registered within four overall types all analyzed separately
underneath. The categories are: Iron (128 find numbers), Bronze/copper alloy (8 find numbers),
Lead (13 find numbers) and Silver (1 find number).

3.1.1 Iron:

Iron is the dominating component of the metal
artifacts and the collection consist of 598 items,
registered under 128 find numbers with a total
weight of 2590g. The material has been categorized
into types to the extent possible and consist of nails
and roves, knifes, hinge, punch, slag, horseshoes
and several fragments and metal sheet of unknown
use.

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Nails

Nails are the most frequently found iron artifact at the site and the collection consist of 551

finds, registered under 89 find numbers, where nails of similar type (flat t-head, round head,

rose head, rectangular, quadratic or round shaft) and size of head and shaft (s/m/1) within the

same contexts were packed together. In addition, all fragments of nails or heads were packed

together within the same contexts, if they were not determinable to size and shape. The entire
r assembly is more or less corroded and consists of

mostly broken or bent nail that clearly have been in
) | use. Most of the nails are handmade, which is

. common in Icelandic assemblages up until the 20th
century. In addition are a portion of mechanically
produced wire nails in various sizes.

The nails were primarily recovered from the more

e 3 disturbed post-medieval contexts in both area A
Mynd 13 Selection of large to medium sizednails and B, but few examples have been recovered from
of various types the medieval floor layers (F-251, 252, 253 and
254).

With exception of the wire nails with small round heads and quadratic shafts, the nails are
predominantly flat t-headed with rectangular shafts, tapering towards the pointy end, varying in
size from small studs to large nails. These types of nails would have been used both in
structures, furniture, various fittings and the smaller examples in horseshoes.

Another category of nails are the large handmade dome-headed nails with rectangular shanks
ex. F-279in [27] and F-305 in [20] and two dome-headed nail with square, tapering shanks F-
181 in [22]. These might have been some sort of finishing or decorative nails. Another variation
of this type is two large nails (F-317 in [25]) with round, facetted/rosehead style heads and
square shanks, seemingly unused. Lastly there are one iron clamp F-176, rounded with pointy
ends.

Clench bolts and Roves

There are two finds registered as clench bolts with the clench nail and or parts of the rivets and
roves preserved (F-304 in [21] and F-79 in [25]). In addition to the clench bolts are four roves F-
323in[20], F-324 in [27], F-325 in [37] and F-326 in [25]. In the two latter examples parts of the
nail is still preserved and all the roves are rather irregular in shape.

Knifes

Three objects have been classified as
knifes or possible knifes. F-174 from
[22] is the only object preserved with
both blade and part and the shaft. The
blade has a triangular cross section.
The two other objects are only
partially preserved, F-157 only with he

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Fittings

Five iron objects were identified as possible
fittings, probably for wooden items such as
doors or caskets. F-319 has a loop in one end
and a pointed shaft in the other end, possibly
part of a door hinge, found in [33]. F-321 is
smaller but also has both a loop and a shaft.
The shaft with a 90 degree bend angle. F-320
from [33] and F-322 from [31] might be of
similar use but only the shank remains of the o Il N . I
fittings. The other find, F-332, is a diamond Mynd 15 F-332 possibly part of hinge or fitting
shaped flat object with a hole in the center and

a broken shaft. Probably been mounted to a

wooden object through the hole.

Punch

F-318 from [3] has been classified as a punch. It
has a broad neck and tapering shaft. It would
have been used handheld or if hot held with
tongs and used to punch holes in various
materials e.g. leatherl4,

Iron slag

cavities in the structure. The material has been tested with a magnet and seems to have a high
metal content preserved. It would, however, require a thin sectioning and morphological
analysis to determine if this macroscopic

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3.1.2 Bronze/Copper Alloy:

The collection of bronze or copper alloy consist of 26 items, registered under 8 find numbers
with a total weight of 43g. The majority of objects are nails but few other bronze objects were
recovered and the entire collection was found in the disturbed post mediaeval layers in both
area A and B (primarily contexts 3, 6 and 9).

Bronze and copper alloy nails

24 nails were registered under 6 find numbers and almost the entire collection comprise of
small nails with round, flat heads varying from 0,4-0,7 cm in diameter and tapering shanks (0,1-
0,15 cm in width) and most of them with the pointy end preserved. Of the exceptions are a small
t-head nail F-266 found in [22] but apart from the shape of the head the dimensions are similar
to the rest of the collection. A more distinctly different type of nails was also recovered from [22]
(F-271) with square shanks and raised rose type heads and ridges on the upper part of the
shank. The two nails of this type were registered together and they both look unused. They are
slightly larger than the rest of the collection with heads 0,7 cm in diameter and shanks 0,3 cm
thick.

The nails were primarily from [9] in area A, predating 1721 with exception from the few from
[22] which is a topsoil layer. It is in good condition and most nails are intact and show little signs
of corrosion. Bronze/copper alloy nails are very suitable as roofing nails or other external use, as
they are not corroding as fast as iron nails.

Other bronze or copper alloy objects
Besides the large amount of nails, three other objects of bronze or copper alloy were recovered.

One is a small piece of copper alloy sheet of unknown purpose, F-206 [9] another a weigh found
in floor [17] which is described in gereater detail in chapter 2.4. The lastis a 10 aura Icelandic
coin, F-103 from [20] The printing year is not clearly visible and could read either 1948 or 1918.
Since the 10 aura coins were not produced until 1922 the 1948 date must be the correct reading.

In addition to these are F-194, described with the lead objects as it consists of both metal types
and F-3 found in the floor [17] but described with the organic material as it is a small piece of
bronze, likely a stud or nail, inside a piece of wood.

3.1.3 Lead:

Thirteen lead objects have been found (total weight of: 64g) during the excavation, 11 in area A
and two in area B. A piece of lead sheet (F-72) was found in context [2] and is of unknown
function, and another lead sheet (F-195, c. [9]) with a rectangular hole in the center is
presumably a rove and one nail, likely to be of lead was recovered in [25].

The remaining lead finds, are of more similar function, presumably all connected to lead casting
activities at the site. Nine of the finds are from context [9] and one from context [25] , which
unfortunately both are rather disturbed layers and provide no secure dating of the activities. The
only dating these artifacts give is on F-116 a lead seal with the inscription “KJdBENHAVN” and
then an only partial visible text with the letters “KAMM..” The “J” in Kgbenhavn went out of
official use in Danish spelling in 1938, which gives a very modern terminus ante quem to the
artifact. The seal has been deliberately cut in
half, indicating that it was perhaps used for
smelting and casting items at the site. The
remaining lead finds include two small smelt
debris lumps (F-122 and 123), one with small
stones smelted into it (F-122) and both with
very irregular surfaces. The purpose of this
activity seem to have been casting small
bullets of which five have been found, one still
with rough surface and clear marks from the
cast (F-117) the rest polished and with
diameters from 0,7-0,9 cm (F-118, 119, 120 ;
and 121)6, Another small smelt debris was Mynd 20 Lead finds
found (F-193), this one with more regular and

clean surface and is probably from the casting process. Lastly there is a small piece of metal slag
(F-194), probably containing both bronze and lead. This is not necessarily connected to this
casting activity and will need further analysis to determine the exact metal content.

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3.1.4 Silver and gold:

Two silver coins were found in the excavation, on is a German coin minted in the name of king
Otto III and can be dated to AD 983-1002. This coin was found in [31], see chapter 2.4 for further
detail and analasys by Anton Holt. Another small silver coin (F-153) was recovered, with
inscription "2 Rigsbank Skilling 1836 LEF" and the monogram of king Frederik the 6t of
Denmark on the back. Very thin (0,1mm) and fragile, 0,3mm in diameter. Broken in three pieces
but all parts preserved. Found in context 1 in area A:B just by the church in a very disturbed
context.

“Amongst the first coins that had anything to do with Iceland was the Danish 1836 IFF 2, 3, and 4
Rigsbank Skillings. King Frederik VI of Denmark ordered these coins for use in Iceland. The coins
were minted at the Altona Mint which is now the suburbs of Hamburg Germany and on
September 9t 1836 King Frederik VI made a official announcement that the reason for the
minting of these coins was related to the fact that Iceland had a serve shortage of small
denomination's in coinage. Even though these coins were made for Iceland they never bared its
name.?””

3.2 Ceramics

The collection of ceramics consists of 121 fragments, registered under 58 find numbers with a
total weight of 132g. The material is registered within three overall types, whiteware (39 find
numbers incl. possible creamware, fajance and porceline), redware (12 find numbers) and
stoneware (5 find numbers).

A quick hand examination was conducted by Ethel Colic in order to determine the nature and if
possible, the dating of the assemblage. The majority of the fragments were very small, or badly
flaked and thus not identifiable. The material shows an overall post-medieval character and is
similar to the vessel and ware types found in other sites from the same period (e.g. Gardarstraeti,
Austurstraeti, Tjarnarbi6, Skalholt), that is to the 18th/19th century, stretching to the first decades
of the 20t century.

3.2.1 Whiteware:

The assemblage is dominated by industrial whiteware fragments of the 18th and 19t century.
Most of them are undecorated. One of the few decorated pieces
F:149,F:23,F:22,F:65,F:341,F:129,F:148,F:125,F:203,F:127, have a transfer-printed decoration
dated to probably 1830-1850. There could be some fragments of English cream-ware which
preceded the industrial whiteware, but unfortunately the fragments are all in very bad condition
and rather small, to be identified with certainty. Fragments of similar, if not the same quality
have been found at the excavations in Austurstreaeti, Gardarstraeti and Tjarnarbié in Reykjavik.

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The material from these excavations was dated to the 19t and 20t century, which corresponds
with the material from Pingvellir. Conclusion: the whiteware fragments are mostly of a cheaper
type of tableware (e.g. plates, bowls, serving plates).

3.2.2 Redware:

The redware fragments found are too small for any precision dating or provenance. The fabric
appears to be of the post-medieval, rather than the medieval type. The clay is refined with less
added inclusions, and some have a green copper/lead glaze on the part of the exterior. One
exception is a rim, with a neck and part of the shoulder of a redware vessel, with a slip like dark
grey exterior and interior. The colour of the clay is bright red. It is possibly from the 19th century.
Conclusion: According to the fabric, it is post-medieval; post-16th century, probably 19t century.

3.2.3 Stoneware:
The more dateable fragments are of stoneware. Short descriptions follow on some of the
fragments.

(F-135) Base and body fragment of a dark-grey stoneware vessel with a copper green glaze on
the exterior and an iron wash on the inside. The glaze on the exterior shows some discolouration
around the edge of the base. Probably a jug from Raeren, North Germany. Post 16t century.

(F-104) Body sherd of a light-grey or rather white stoneware vessel found in the bottom of
posthole [10]. The fabric is fused with clear salt glaze on the exterior. It is probably (according to
fabric type and surface treatment) a late example of Siegburg white stoneware. This type of
stoneware is dated to post 16t centuryl8. A similar sherd is found at Skriduklaustur 2003-36-
315, identified as a small jug or mug. An alternative estimatel? is also Siegburg but probably
fabricated no later than 1530. The posthole is cutting the Katla 1721 tephra horizon and the
sherd could according to the production period for this type, either have fallen into the posthole
or be in situ in the underlying context.

(F-134) Body fragment of grey stoneware with iron-wash and brown salt glaze on the exterior,
and probably an ash slip on the interior. Similar Skriduklaustur 2005-36-469. Raeren, North
Germany. Jug or jar. Post-16t century.

(F-133) Body fragment with grey fabric and ash-like glaze on the exterior. Provenance uncertain.

(F-139) Stoneware with black or dark-grey glaze on the exterior. Probably English from the 19t
century.

(F-132) Rim, neck and shoulder fragment of grey fabric stoneware. It has a brown lead glaze on
the exterior and interior. Rim diameter ca. 30mm; ca. 22,5% of the whole rim diameter. It is an
ointment jar (Icelandic: smyrslubaukur). Probably Raeren. According to Sveinbjarnardottir
(1996:105) they can be varying in shapes and sizes and most of them produced in
GroPalmerode, Duingen and in the Coppengrave area in Southern Saxony, Germany. They have
been produced over a long period of time and therefore difficult to date precisely. Some similar
examples come from excavations at Gardarstreeti, Austurstraeti, Tjarnarbié, Bessastadir, Skalholt
and Videy.

3.3 Claypipes:
The collection of claypipes consist of 20 fragments, registered under 16 find numbers, total of
48g, registerd as 13 stem fragments, 2 bowl fragments and one heel/bowl fragment.

The collection has been analyzed by Aline Wacke
and are presumably mostly fragments of Dutch
origin. The material in general is rather fragmented
and only one heel fragment (F-111) is datable to mid
18th century. All the stems look rather similar and
the dating of the entire collection is likely to be the
same time period. The collection shows some
unused examples, or only shortly used with little or
no signs of sooth or smoking strains, as far as traces
of use were visible/detectable on the fragments.

The datable heel fragment (F-111) shows a
Mynd 21 Claypipes stamp very similar to lampetkan gekroond’2? which

dates from 1710/25 to 1771. The piece seems to
have been used for a rather short period since there is no soot in the base of the bowl. The
remaining finds contain no stamps or decoration except for simple lines of circles on two stems
(F-33 and 34) but all that can be said about this band decorations is post 1650 and they run for a
rather long time span so it is not possible to use them as a more detailed dating tool.

There are two interesting stem fragments in the assemblage, one (F-37) with a rather
clear cut on one end, probably made during production. This was only shortly in use or even
unused. The other (F-38) has light smoking strains and was only shortly in use, but at the
thinner end of the stem the clay is whiter, which might suggest that possibly some organic
material has been wrapped around the stem to be able to use the stem as a new mouthpiece
after the original one was broken off. This arrangement might have been to protect the lips from
the sharp edge.

3.4 Glass

The collection of glass consists of 257 fragments,
registered as 73find numbers with a total weight of
564g. The material is registered under two types of
glass, window glass (28 find numbers) and vessel glass
(44 find numbers) with addition of a transparent bottle
tap F-74 and two white glass buttons F-26 and F-344.
The glass fragments with no diagnostic details have

been sorted and bagged according to color and Mynd 22 Samples of decorative glass wares
thickness if found within the same context.
Measurements are only taken of the thickness in bags with multiple finds.

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3.4.1 Window glass:

The window/pane glass shows several types of transparent glass in varying quality and shades
of green and blue and thickness from 0,5-0,7 cm. Probably spans from late 18th/early 19th
century right through to modern 20th century with very regular and thick glass types.

3.4.2 Vessel glass:

The glass vessel assemblage is almost all bottles of transparent green glasses in various shades
and a few transparent brown pieces. A few fragments might be of table/ornamental ware, with
decorative painting, carved decoration and facetted surfaces. The bottles are mostly green
beverage containers - spirit/wine or beer/soda bottles of late 19th century. In addition is the
bottom half of a phial (F-50) of transparent very pale green glass, with the number 15 printed on
the button and small air bubbles in the glass structure and very thin glass fragments possibly
also from a phial (F-168).

3.5 Stones

Several types of stones were found at the site, primarily Icelandic manuport but also few
examples of imported flint and micha schist. The collection consists of 25stones, registered as 22
find numbers with a total weight of 110g.

3.5.1 Various post medieval contexts:

Most of the stones were found in the more disturbed post-medieval contests in both area A and
B and comprise of many types of stones, most of them not possible to determine to geological
type without further geological examination. Of the determinable pieces were?21:

F-75 from [2] a small piece of andesite coal, probably of Icelandic origin.

F-9in [9] a jasper flake, Icelandic origin and could have been used as strike-a-lights like the
imported flint.

F-11 in [9] Kalsedone (Isl. glerhallur) of unknown purpose, probably of Icelandic origin

F-217 in [9] a small piece of light greyish green stone, possibly sandstone. Loose grain structure.
Grinding or carving marks on one surface.

Another category is the whetstones, which are very commonly found in archaeological
excavations. They were essential tools to maintain and reshape the sharp edges of any tool with
a metal blade or point. Both of the two find numbers registered as whetstones from this site are
of the light grey Eidsborg schist type. This type was the most common whetstone type in Iceland
from the medieval period and until the 20th century?2. The finds are both rather fragmented,
with F- 212 in [3] a small fragment with no clear remains of grinding surfaces or marks and F-
259 in [9] a fragmented end piece of a medium sized Eidsborg whetstone with remains of three
grinding surfaces but no clear grinding grooves.

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3.5.2 Stones from the hearth and possible floor:
Several interesting stones were recovered from the possible floor layer and hearth [16] and [17],
most of them serving a specific purpose or introduced to the site for their unique quality.

Of the stone utilities are both flints
and jasper, probably serving similar
purposes as strike-a-lights (fire
starters). Three pieces of flint were
found, F-41situated in the floor layer
[17] and the other two, registered
together as F-155, from the small
hearth[16]. There are no deposits of
flint in Iceland and the stones were
probably imported from Scandinavia
or the coastal areas of the Baltic Sea.
Jasper on the other hand is naturally

found in Iceland and could be used as

substitute for flints. One piece of Mynd 23 Stones from the hearth and floor
jasper, F-40, was found in the floor.

Another possible utility is F-256 a rather large
piece of Icelandic tuff stone (Isl. vikur) found in
the fireplace. It has a rough surface but was
smoothened on one side and has almost
sandpaper quality. I also lays well in the hand,
might even have been shaped to create a better
grip and probably served use as a polishing stone
of some sort.

A green/turquoise stone, F-257, of undetermined
stone type was found in the floor. It has several

Other stone types of more unclear purpose were found in the floor F-258 is a spherolite (Isl.
baggalutur) and was probably collected for its interesting shape, perhaps as a decorative piece?
Another stone of unknown purpose at this site is F-42, a piece of zeolite.
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3.6 Organic material

3.6.1 Wood:

two find numbers, three fragments, some with pale green paint. One piece of Icelandic birch23
wood was found in the floor layer (F-3), triangular shaped and clearly worked, with a small
bronze stud running through.

3.6.2 Leather:

Two finds are registered as leather, F-207 containing two pieces of leather with holes,
presumably to run a thread through. Rather thin and with small remain of red paint. Unknown
usage. F-208 consists of two small pieces of leather with green paint on both sides. Unknown
usage.

3.6.3 Fruitstone:
One fruitstone of unknown type was found, F-211, separated in two conjoining parts. Rather
large and could be from a plum. Need further determination.

3.6.4 Bones and teeth:
The faunal remains have not been analyzed; the assemblage consists of bones and teeth
registered as 6 find numbers containing 21 fragments.

3.7 Conclution

This excavation revealed a collection of great variety. Notable is the high number of nails, both
bronze and iron nails, found around the church, primarily in the post K-1721 layers. These are
probably mostly remains of constructional work in connection with building and repair of the
church. This category also includes the iron fittings and the many window glass remains.
Remains of human activity at the site consist of ceramics, clay pipes, vessel glass, personal
adornements, coins, lead bullets and various kinds of manuported stones. In addition are food
remains, such as bones and a frutstone.

The earlier context, consisting of a hearth and possible floor layer, reveal a quite different type of
finds collection with a bronze weight, a piece of iron tap slag and a great variety of stonetypes, in
addition to the more common finds such as iron nails.
